All Fairfax  
Connector rides are only $2.25 per trip, and they are often  
free when connecting to another bus or discounted when  
getting on the Metro after your trip. Hop on board! Let  
someone else do the driving.

Commuters may take advantage of Guaranteed 
Ride Home up to four times per year to get home for unexpect-
ed emergencies, such as staying overtime at work, a personal 
illness, or a sick child.
